Presentation by City of Tucson Parks and Recreation Department. Presentation will discuss
installation of Cell Tower on light pole in Purple Heart Park. We will be voting whether to
allow the cell tower in the park. Also we will vote, if the cell tower is approved, on how the
funding will be used in park.

AT&T has indicated to the City they wish to install a cell tower within the Rita Ranch area. One
suggestion made by the RRNA board was to install the antenna array on a light pole in the park.
That way the $150,000 provided by AT&T could be used for a park improvement. Whether the
cell tower is approved will be up to the RRNA members at the October meeting. Attendees will
also be asked to approve how the funding is to be used within the park.
