Meeting Topics:  Questions are being asked whether the ambulance service will remain at the 
fire station.  We will have a presentation from City Fire Chief regarding the ambulance and 
possible additional service to our area.  Also discussion regarding Sun Trans Park and Ride  
 
Houghton Road Widening Meeting:    On Tuesday, February 24 from 6-7:30pm at Empire High 
School Multi-purpose Room there will be a public meeting regarding work scheduled for the 
intersection of Mary Ann Cleveland Way/Old Vail Road/Houghton.  Additionally you can see 
up dated status on widening of Houghton and approximate start up dates.  Actual work on the 
intersection listed above will start early in February with moving of utilities.  Work will take 
about 7-8 months and raise the road level four (4) feet.  This is an important meeting for 
residents and we encourage you to attend  This will not be a 1 ½ hour meeting where you sit 
and listen to city representative but rather the public will have the opportunity to view proposed 
plans and make comments.  There will be NO ASSOCIATION meeting in February as we think 
this is a very important issue and ask that you attend it. 
 
Board Nominations and Elections:   Normally nominations and elections occur in January and 
February.  We will hold nominations and elections at the beginning of our March meeting.  If 
you are interested in being a board member please contact Al at email alwiruth1@yahoo.com.  
 
Park and Ride:  The City of Tucson Park and Ride service will begin on February 16th.  This is 
an express bus to downtown from Rita Ranch and return in the evening.  The Park and Ride will 
be located on Old Vail Road about ½ mile from the Old Vail/Houghton Intersection.
